The following is an extract from the HCW Website -
The organising committee for the 2009 Heaven Can Wa it Regatta has issued the Notices of Race (NORSs)

for the 24 Hour Race, and also the One Lap Dash. Bo th can be viewed in the Documentation section of
the HCW website (at http://www.heavencanwait.com.au ).

Both races will start at 1100 hours on Saturday October 3, 2009, and will take participants on a circuit around
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Lake Macquarie.

As in 2008, the event is organised by the Heaven Can Wait Yacht Club, and co-hosted by the Royal Motor Yacht
Club Toronto. The race begins at RMYC Toronto, the race committee is based there, and pre- and post-race
functions are held at the club.

Now in its fourth year, the inaugural race was held in 2006, and was conceived and originally organised by Lake
Macquarie sailor and cancer survivor Shaun Lewicki to raise funds for cancer research, awareness and support
programs.

Once again, the primary beneficiaries are the NSW Cancer Council, NSW Division (which receives 70% of funds
raised), and the Royal Volunteer Coastal Patrol, Lake Macquarie Division.

In 2008, nearly $13,000 was raised for these two organisations.

The money donated to the Cancer Council was put towards programs promoting awareness, prevention and
treatment of men's cancers.

Yachts competing in the 24 hour race will sail around the course as many times as they can over the 24 hour
period, with the race concluding at 1200 hours on Sunday October 4 (the additional hour is due to Daylight Saving
starting in NSW at 0200 hours on October 4).

Participants in the One Lap Dash, will sail the same course, with the finish line to be set by the race committee
according to conditions on the day so as to allow all participants to gain a result.

There have also been some significant changes to the entry fee system for the event, with the aim being to
reduce the costs of entry for individual skippers, and to encourage more community, friends and family
participation in fundraising.

'We've changed the entry fees for individual boats to a flat fee of $150 per boat, regardless of crew numbers,' said
Lewicki, who is also commodore of the HCW Yacht Club. "This will result in a significant reduction in entry fees for
those skippers who have covered the costs of crew participation in previous years.

'For the One Lap Dash, entry fees have gone up slightly, to $75 -- discounted to $50 for those boats also
participating in the 24 hour race," he said.

‘At the same time, we are working with the Cancer Council's Hunter Division to have a 'Sailathon' fundraising
program, whereby individual crews can raise money from family, friends, workmates, employers, clients,
customers, suppliers and the like -- and we are working on some substantial prizes for the crews who raise the
most money.

'We think this is an opportunity to raise more money for our charity activities, and also to further involve friends
and family of those participating, as well as the wider community," Lewicki said.

'As in 2008, all entries will be through our secure on-line entry system, accessible via the HCW website. And as in
previous years, all entries will receive tax receipts for their entry fees, allowing them to be claimed as tax
deductions as donations to charity.'

For those who would like to use spinnakers you will not be eligible for the club trophies however you will qualify
for social points.

RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012.

The Prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia Inc will apply.

All races will be non spinnaker events.

Each race is required to have a minimum of 5 boats to sign on and start the race. If less than 5, the race
will not be part of the race series.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at the venue which  will be the
“F” jetty for races 1 through 4 and Styles Point for races 5 through 8. The 3 and 6 hour to be notified.

CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before the briefing on the day it will take effect,
except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted in the club magazine prior to the next
race.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the jetty adjacent to the Rathmines Bowling Club

The scheduled time of the warning signal for the race briefing is Saturday 11.30am and Sunday
10.30am.The race briefing will be conducted after the warning signal. Saturday Division 1 Race start
12:35 1 hour after the warning signal Division 2 will start at 12:45, Division 3 will start at 12:50 and
Division 4 will start at 12:55. Sunday races will be 1 hour earlier.

Postponement or abandonment will be notified by means of a briefing or a radio call on 27.88.

A cancelled race may be rescheduled to a designated Sunday after the series

RACING AREAS
Attachment 1 shows the location of racing areas.

THE COURSES

The diagrams in Attachments 1 & 2 show the course, including the approximate angles between legs,
the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. A windward
leeward triangle course may be used if conditions are suitable.

The course will be indicated at a briefing approximately 60 minutes prior to the first boat starting or on
supplementary sailing instructions.

Course buoys or marks will be identified at the briefing or in the supplementary instructions.

Permanent navigation marks are to be regarded as marks of the course unless they are designated as
turning marks.

All yachts shall round each mark on the designated side.

THE START

Races will be started using rule 26 with the warning signals made 4 minutes before the start signal for
each division.

The class flag for each division will use the corresponding pennant I.E division 1 will use pennant 1,
division 2 pennant 2 etc.

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The start will be between an Association buoy and a flag on the start boat, unless notified at the
briefing.

The yacht’s engine shall not be used in the 4 minute period prior to its starting time IE after her warning
signal.

Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area during the start sequence
for other races.

CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE

If it is considered by the O.0.D. that the lead boat may not finish within three and a half (3 %2) hours, or
there is a change in the weather conditions which may affect the safety of the competitors, the O.0.D.
will consult the Race Organiser and/or his Assistant as soon as possible, to consider shortening of the
course.

The Race Organiser and/or his Assistant may shorten course. This will be notified over the radio on
27.88 MHz by the O.0.D or the Race Organiser.

The fleet will then be told at which buoy the shortened course will take effect. Yachts will then sail from
that buoy to the finish line.

THE FINISH

The finish will be between a buoy and the OOD'’s boat or as notified at the time of briefing. Competitors
are requested to assist the timekeeper by not re-crossing the finish line. Yachts which do re-cross the
finish line will receive a penalty of 2 minutes added to their time. In addition, yachts are requested to
keep clear of the general area of the finish line after finishing.

TIME LIMITS
Boats failing to finish within 1and 1/2 hours after the first boat sails the courses and finishes will be
scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes rule 35, A4 and A5.

PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

Protest forms are available from the race officer.

The protest time limit is 30 minutes after the last boat has crossed the finish line.

Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in
which they are parties or named as witnesses

Notices of protests by the race committee or protest committee will be posted to inform boats under rule
61.1(b).

Decisions of the protest committee will be final as provided in rule 70.4.

The protest Committee will be made up from committee members or of financial members of the club
chaired by a qualified Race Officer.

On completion of the race the race officer shall work out the corrected times from the finish times as
recorded by the Officer Of the Day. The results will be posted for a period of 15 minutes prior to the
announcement of the results. During this period any member that finds an error in the results it can be
discussed with the race officer prior to the announcement. Results once announced are recorded as
being the final results.

SCORING
The scoring system will be based on personal handicap results using the Topyacht Clubscore software.

The low point system as described in A4.1 with first accruing 0.8.

A boat that DNF (Did Not Finish) Number of finishers in the race plus 1

A boat that DNS (Did Not Start) Number of finishers in the race plus 1
A boat that DSQ (Disqualified) Number of finishers in the race plus 1

OOD (Officer Of the DAY) Avg points, but not greater than DNF

A boat that DNC (did not come to the starting area)

TopYacht club scoring . DNC = Number of competitors on the water plus two plus a scale factor
determined by the percentage of those who turned up for the race. The lower the number that turned up
the lower the DNC score but it is always greater then the DNF score.

Any Series Ties to be resolved using A8.1.

A racing yacht that renders assistance to another vessel in distress will be allocated it's average series
points but not greater than the DNF points for the race.

No DSQ can be dropped from any point score series.

Series points are calculated on the best 6 races. DNF and DNS can be dropped from the series for the
purpose of calculating the series points.
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Any person participating in the buddy system will be awarded Average points for the series, but not
greater than the DNF points for the race.

All yachts must be financial members of the NHTYA and race fees paid, $25.00 per season or $10.00
per race before points will be allocated or medals are given.

SAFETY REGULATIONS

Check-out and check-in. each Person in charge will sign in prior to the briefing. A boat that retires from
a race shall notify the race OOD as soon as possible. Failure to do so will result in the boat being
disqualified.

If the Hunter Coastal Waters forecast is for wind strength to exceed 25 knots inshore during the time of
the race, the race may be cancelled by the race organiser.

All Yachts shall meet the safety Category of the Yachting Australia Category 7.

Mainsail Reefing System all yachts must be fitted with a mainsail reefing system capable of substantially
reducing the area of the mainsail.

Engine and Fuel — all yachts must be fitted with a motor in good working order. Outboard motors shall
be mounted at all times. The mounting may be raised but not removed. The motor may be tilted but not
removed.

Clause 2.24.3 Retrieval of crew from water. All boats shall be able to demonstrate equipment or method
by which crew may be assisted back on board. Clause 4.26 additional requirements of the NHTYA inc.
All Yachts shall have initiated a current NHTYA Equipment Audit or an equivalent certificate issued by
another club, completed prior to competing in any race. New members shall have three races to initiate
the Audit.

All persons are required to follow Blue Book rules on the wearing of personal flotation devices.

Keels must remain locked down during the race.

Radios shall be on 27.88 to listen for any notice of shortened course and weather reports from the
OO0D.

REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT

Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior written approval of the race committee.
Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the race committee.
Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the first reasonable opportunity.

EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS
A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing
instructions. On the water, a boat can be instructed by a race committee measurer to proceed
immediately to a designated area for inspection.

OFFICIAL BOATS
Official boats will be the OOD and Committee member boats

RADIO COMMUNICATION
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not
available to all boats.

PRIZES
Prizes will be given as follows: Medal for 1st, 2nd and 3rd placing on handicap
Husband and wife trophy for the first husband and wife to finish on corrected time.
Trophies as follows:
Winner of the Spring Series
Winner of the Autumn Series
Winner of the Combined Series.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The
organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death
sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

INSURANCE
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of
$10,000,000.00 per event or the equivalent.

PERSON IN CHARGE
The person in charge of each boat will be a financial member of the YA
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
