7pm-9.30pm at my place. Night will consist of 30 minute Rules video and discussion, practical examples using the
Virtual Skipper simulator on PC and a quiz at the end if we have time. Correct starting procedure using rule 26 will
also be discussed. Bring some nibbles and your blue book. All Welcome.

I've attached some rules as a general item of interest for those racing or contemplating joining us this year. The 4
rules below are the basics that apply 90% of the time and are a good place to good started.

SECTION A

RIGHT OF WAY

A boat has right of way when another boat is required to keep clear of her. However, some rules in Sections B, C
and D limit the actions of a right-of-way boat

10 ON OPPOSITE TACKS | When boats are on opposite tacks, a port-tack boat shall keep clear of
a starboard-tack boat.

11 ON THE SAME TACK, When boats are on the same tack and overlapped, a windward boat

OVERLAPPED shall keep clear of a leeward boat

12 ON THE SAME TACK, When boats are on the same tack and not overlapped, a boat clear
NOT OVERLAPPED astern shall keep clear of a boat clear ahead.

13 WHILE TACKING After a boat passes head to wind, she shall keep clear of other boats

until she is on a close-hauled course. During that time rules 10, 11
and 12 do not apply. If two boats are subject to this rule at the same
time, the one on the other’s port side or the one astern shall keep
clear.
