We had 12 boats in each race and we managed to navigate our way free of the GP Powerboat
Racing at Rathmines.

AVOIDING COLLISIONS

With more boats racing in our club, which is great, there are more interactions between boats so we
need to be vigilant in avoiding incidents.

In the workplace and general community, one of the most effective ways to avoid a safety incident is
to separate people from the hazard. This is done by fencing, traffic cones etc. On the water, it is
done by the non-right of way boat keeping well clear of the boat that has right of way.

We sail boats that are between 1 and 2 tonnes that don’t have brakes so any collision can be
harmful to both crew and the boats and rig. Variations in wind strength and direction plus wave
actions can make close proximity unsafe very quickly.

SO, PLEASE BE VIGILANT (that is, keep a lookout) AND CONSERVATIVE. Anticipate possibilities and
have a plan of action before you get into closer proximity. Remember, even boats with right of way
have a responsibility to avoid a collision.

Brian Harrison and myself will be conducting rule refreshers at the pre-race briefings so that
everyone can build their understanding and confidence.

For new sailers, don't be worried. A knowledge of a few basic rules will mostly keep you out of
trouble. These are Port/Starboard tacks, windward and leeward boats and overtaking boat keeps
clear.

A search of YouTube gives you plenty of excellent videos on sailing rules and what to do in many
situations.
